Q. Can other DoD personnel get in for free?

A. Sorry, no. Only U.S. Air Force personnel on active
duty, U.S. Air Force civilian employees, and their de-
pendents. RIAT is put on by the Royal Air Force Chari-
table Trust Enterprises, a licensed UK charity. Providing
admission at no cost takes away from the charitable
work that can be accomplished. Tickets are still avail-
able for purchase but are going fast i find out more at
www.airtattoo.com . Tickets must be purchased in ad-
vance. There are no tickets sales at the gates.

Q. Can | bring additional family members?

A. Only entitled persons with valid USAF ID cards will
be allowed free admission. DoD personnel authorized
access to RAF Fairford can use the scheduled bus ser-
vice, but will not be allowed on the showground with-
out a ticket.

Q. Is there an on-base bus shuttle scheduled for Sat-
urday?

A. No, only on Sunday. Access to RIAT on Saturday
will only be through the public entry gates. Personnel
attending are encouraged to come on Sunday.
